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Preface

After the election of Donald Trump, a group of poets and activists
conceived of a project wherein we could respond to the sudden
and seemingly relentless barrage of Trump’s dystopian executive
orders with a series of our own. The project, titled “Executive
Orders,” was envisioned as a collaborative, freeform, “emer-
gency” prose poem that would generate real-time responses to
current events and the emerging American political landscape.
The group began work on Google Docs, with the intention of
drawing in new collaborators and publishing the text at various
stages of its development. The result was a poetic catalog of the
people’s executive orders, orders that are at turns serious, absurd,
satirical, philosophical, critical, utopian, and so on.

The first volume of Executive Orders was composed in Janu-
ary and February of 2017 and then published by The Organism
for Poetic Research as a staple-bound zine in an edition of 50
copies. It had 15 contributors, was 43 pages long, and was dis-
tributed for free, with donations encouraged to activist organi-
zations listed in the appendix. The second volume represented
a continuation of the period of writing through March of 2018,
and contained all that was in the first volume, plus substantive
additions and revisions. It was the product of more than fifty
contributors, some having participated in open writing sessions
held in the lobby of the of the Brooklyn Public Library’s central

branch, and was published in collaboration with The Operating
System. The third volume represented further continuation of
the writing through February of 2020. It had over 100 contribu-
tors, many solicited at additional public writing events. It was
published digitally by The Organism for Poetic Research for
inclusion in Emily Carr University’s online exhibition “Publish-
ing the Present: An Archive of Mutual Care and Action.” The
fourth and final volume, which you are now reading, brings
Executive Orders past the end of Trump’s presidency and into
its aftermath during the Biden Administration. This final and
comprehensive iteration of the project has been revised and
enlarged considerably relative to previous versions. While the
bulk of the writing in Executive Orders was generated between
2017 and 2021, this volume also incorporates a coda with contri-
butions gathered from late-2023 to early-2024 in anticipation of
this publication. It also incorporates a new Afterword consisting
of a conversation with the editors.

Executive Orders began as one literary community’s efforts
to cope with and respond to the tidal wave of reactionary poli-
cies enacted or proclaimed during the Trump years. As an index
of historical happenings that follows events in rough chrono-
logical order (events including the Muslim-country travel ban,
Black Lives Matter protests, the Kavanaugh hearings, the youth
climate march, wildfires in Oregon and California, the Janu-
ary 6 riot at the Capitol, pro-Palestine protests and university
encampments, and many more), it stands as a documentary
record of this historical period from the perspective of mostly
us-based artists, writers, leftists, progressives, and other partici-
pants whose identifications and political leanings we know not.
It is also an experiment in crowdsourced collaborative making
that tells a story about the ways we can—and can’t—come
together to form a virtual collective that may have a voice in
political deliberations.

Executive Orders represents an exploration of the impacts
and limitations of what philosopher J.L. Austin called “per-
formative” utterances, speech acts that enact, or intend to enact,
actual changes in the world. Inspired partly by Allen Ginsberg’s
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PREFACE

famous poetic declaration of the end of the Vietnam War in his
1966 poem “Wichita Vortex Sutra,” the project dramatizes the
ambivalent fantasy and reality that inheres in such proclama-
tions, at once undermining Trump’s executive pronouncements
while also holding out hope for the realization of our own. To
this end, the text draws on relevant quotations that address,
complicate, or even undermine its own grandiloquence and uto-
pian aspirations — quotations from writers like Trinh T. Minh-
ha, Jacques Derrida, and Claudia Rankine and Beth Loffreda.
Further acknowledging that performative speech acts alone are
not enough to create meaningful resistance and change, every
version of Executive Orders has included an appendix that lists
concrete actions one might take, and organizations one might
support, in order to fight for social and environmental justice.
This project would not have been possible without the par-
ticipation of the 89 named contributors and numerous anony-
mous contributors who are acknowledged as co-authors and
signatories of the document in the “We, the Undersigned” sec-
tion. Thank you for your orders. We will see that they take effect.

Let it be known that corporations are not, have never been, and
never will be people

We unequivocally declare: domestic abuse is terrorism

Forced pregnancy is torture

Torture is capitalism

And capitalism is the reduction of life to the rule of syllogistic
equivalency (i.e., exchange value)

As the United States is a nation predicated on theft, genocide,
slavery, and systematic oppression, we order reparations for
those who are historically and currently disenfranchised

Experiential learning courses in compassion and civic
responsibility will immediately be implemented in all schools
and workplaces

We further declare that “voter fraud” is a fraud
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That deportation is kidnapping

That movement and migration are the inalienable rights of all

That we shall not be evicted from our homes and dwellings

Mitchy “Mouse” McConnell: Now it’s time to hear from
former president Donald J. Trump’s counsel.

A noxious cloud of blustery white gas wearing the presidential
medal of honor materializes at the podium.

Ghost of Rush Limbaugh: This January, hundreds of thousands
of people — Americans who have gotten tired of being ignored
and lied about and smeared as racists by these very Democrats
in the media and the popular culture, Americans who have
gotten fed up with having elections stolen from them by

the Democrats, including the White House — these people
went to Washington. They weren’t protesters paid by George
Soros, the Democrat Party. The overwhelming majority of
these Americans were well-behaved and respectful. These

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Lindsey Graham “Cracker”: [whispering] Hi, Rush.

Ghost of Rush Limbaugh: OKk, ok, you're kinda creeping me
out, whoever this is...

Bernie Sanders and H.V.M.: Your time is up — all of you!
We're sick and tired of your radio show and this impeachment
trial that’s going nowhere. We have enormous health care and
economic issues, climate issues, that we have got to deal with!

In consequence,
he shall be banned forevermore from holding office, public

or private. He shall have no office or offices, nor a lobby, nor
lounge, nor a den, nor living room, not a breakfast nook, no
meetings over lunch or golfing— in fact, no golfing ever. He
shall never again give speeches, nor any manner of public
address. He shall be limited to addressing an uppermost limit
of 3 individuals simultaneously. He shall never again recite the
“snake poem” on penalty of becoming a snake. His likeness
shall appear in no place —not on TV, not on t-shirts or tour
buses, not on buttons, coffee mugs, nor in statuette form, even

We mandate ... POETRY ONLY! In January of 2017, the Trump
administration temporarily suspended the social media privi-
leges of the Department of the Interior after the National Parks
Service published images showing Trump’s inauguration crowd
side-by-side with Barack Obama’s in 2009. The administration
additionally placed gag orders on the Environmental Protec-
tion Agency and Department of Agriculture. In response, rogue
Twitter accounts associated with the National Parks Service
began tweeting about climate change and in opposition of Presi-
dent Trump, who had called climate change a hoax.

We decree ... every corner Marco Gutierrez, co-founder of La-
tinos for Trump, stated in an MSNBC interview on September 1,
2016, “My culture is a very dominant culture, and it’s imposing
and it’s causing problems. If you don't do something about it,
you're going to have taco trucks on every corner” See Adrian
Florido, “Picture an America with #TacoTrucksOnEvery-
Corner;” NPR, September 2, 2016, https://www.npr.org/sections/
codeswitch/2016/09/02/492446419/picture-an-america-with-
tacotrucksoneverycorner.

That the ... Flint, Michigan The predominantly African Ameri-
can city of Flint, Michigan began having problems with its water
supply in April of 2014 after it started drawing water from the
Flint River. In 2015, it was found that Flint’s water contained
dangerously high levels of lead. In January of 2016, Rick Snyder,
the Republican governor of Michigan who had served since 2011,
declared a state of emergency. It’s estimated that nearly 30,000
children were exposed in Flint to high levels of lead, which is
known to cause major long-term health and cognitive problems.

We further ... and Sudan Trump issued Executive Order
13769, Protecting the Nation from Foreign Terrorist Entry into
the United States on January 27, 2017. The order banned travel
to the United States from seven Muslim-majority countries,
temporarily suspended refugee resettlement, and lowered the
refugee admissions quota for the fiscal year. This order was
blocked in the court case of Washington vs. Trump on February
3. However, Trump subsequently issued several related execu-
tive orders and presidential proclamations.

Eisenstein splices this montage into
the film at the conclusion of the fourth part, as the Potemkin’s
crew responds to the Cossack’s civilian massacre by firing at
the Odessa Opera House, where the Czar’s generals are head-
quartered.

Eisenstein thought of montage as an aesthetic analog to the
social contradiction that, per dialectical materialist philosophy,
would lead to revolution. “[M]ontage is conflict,” he writes, and:
“Conflict lies at the basis of every art”; “There is no art with-
out conflict. No art as process” (emphasis in the original). In
Eisenstein’s view, it was the “social mission” of art and artists to
“reveal the contradictions of being” In so doing, the artist func-
tions as agitator, spurring on political insurrection and provok-
ing transformative societal changes. Sergei Eisenstein, Selected

Kavanaugh was confirmed
to the Supreme Court on October 6, 2018. The 2018 “migrant
caravan,” which included persons from Honduras, Guatemala,
Nicaragua, and El Salvador, set out toward the United States’
southern border from San Pedro Sula, Honduras on October
13, 2018. The caravan became a point of focus for Trump and
Republicans leading up the midterm elections of 2018. The
#MeToo movement gained momentum in the fall of 2017 after
numerous sexual abuse allegations were made against Holly-
wood film producer Harvey Weinstein. 2018 saw an outpouring
of allegations concerning other prominent figures.

The Mueller ... is Halloween Beginning on May 17, 2017, the
Robert Mueller investigation, also called the Russia investiga-
tion, probed Trump’s involvement in Russian interference in the
2016 presidential election. The result of this inquiry, known as
the Mueller report, was published with redactions on April 18,
2019.

The government ... government shutdown See note above
(Lately it ... of #MeToo) with reference to the government shut-
down of 2018-2019, which lasted thirty-five days and was the
longest in the nation’s history.

Skolstrejk for klimatet! Translated from Swedish, this phrase
means School Strike for Climate and refers to the Fridays for
Future youth climate strike inspired by Greta Thunberg’s weekly
protests of 2018, during which Thunberg sat outside of Swedish
parliament holding a sign with the phrase. In 2019, Thunberg and
others organized a series of international climate strikes, includ-
ing the Global Climate Strikes of March 15 and September 20.

House oversight ... be enforced The Hatch Act of 1939 prohibits
employees in the executive branch of government, other than
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the president and vice president, from using the powers and
privileges of their offices to engage in or support political cam-
paigns. In June of 2019, the us Office of Special Council sent
a letter to president Trump recommending that White House
counselor Kellyanne Conway be removed from her position for
repeatedly violating the Hatch Act.

Free Hong Kong! Between March of 2019 and May of 2020,
protests erupted in Hong Kong over the Hong Kong govern-
ment’s introduction of a bill that would effectively authorize
case-by-case extradition between Hong Kong and mainland
China. Protestors objected to continued erosion of Hong Kong’s
autonomy, and the corresponding threat to its democracy.

Free Ukraine! Russia invaded Ukraine on February 24, 2022,
sparking a major escalation of the ongoing war between the na-
tions that began in 2014.

Free Palestine! Israel has illegally occupied Palestinian terri-
tories since 1967. In addition to relocating the us Embassy to
Jerusalem (see note above, Jerusalem is ... of Israel), the Trump
administration issued a Presidential Proclamation on Recogniz-
ing the Golan Heights as Part of the State of Israel on March 25,
2019. The conflict between Israel and Palestine violently esca-
lated beginning in May of 2021, set oft by protests concerning an
expected Israeli Supreme Court decision to evict several Pales-

tinian families from the occupied East Jerusalem neighborhood
of Sheikh Jarrah.

Hey, everybody ... got impeached!!! President Trump was
impeached for the first time on December 18, 2019 when the
Democratically controlled House of Representatives adopted
two articles of impeachment against him, asserting abuse of
power and obstruction of congress. These charges concerned
Trump’s efforts to invite foreign interference in the 2020 elec-
tion to serve his re-election campaign, and his obstruction of
the House inquiry into these efforts. On February 5, 2020, the
Republican held Senate voted to acquit Trump on both articles
of impeachment.

In mid-
March of 2020, Trump issued guidelines urging Americans to
avoid gathering in groups of ten or more. Soon thereafter, Cali-
fornia issued the country’s first statewide stay-at-home order. By
the end of the calendar year, the Center for Disease Control and
Prevention (cpc) reports that there were 350,831 covip-related
deaths in the United States. That number rose dramatically as
the pandemic continued.

As the ... shared empathy Kyoo Lee, email message to Rachael
Guynn Wilson of December 4, 2021: “Lately, I happened to have
been dwelling on this Chinese expression on existential inter-
dependence, [FJFHH B (to translate each character, it could be
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something like ‘common malady, shared empathy’) ... and we
see how words are not just words, of course.”

Mid-May ... murdering them After the murder of George
Floyd on May 25, 2020, numerous demonstrations linked to
the Black Lives Matter movement occurred at various locations
around New York City. The demonstrations continued well into
June, and Mayor Bill de Blasio placed the city under curfew from
June 1-7. On May 30, an NYPD officer was recorded on video
ramming his vehicle into a crowd of gathered demonstrators.
For many Nyc residents, these events recalled the killing of Eric
Garner by Nyc police in 2014, which led to a similar eruption of
protests. Throughout the country, local police forces responded
to protests with shows of extreme force and, in some cases, ap-
peared to encourage or side with right-wing counter-protestors.
In Kenosha, Wisconsin, right-wing extremist Kyle Rittenhouse
shot and killed two protestors and injured a third on August
25, 2020, during protests that erupted in response to the police
shooting of Jacob Blake. As Leah Watson for the AcLU notes,
“[Kenosha] Officers enabled and encouraged predominantly
white, right-wing armed civilians and militia groups that night,
creating a situation in which tensions escalated and people
were killed” Leah Watson, “Kyle Rittenhouse Didn’t Act Alone:

23. Blake was shot seven times by police, resulting in his being
paralyzed below the waist, on August 23.

United States” Eventually, the time was revised to 9 minutes 29
seconds, a number that was used in Chauvin’s criminal trial in
March 2021.

Amy Coney ... court bench  Trump’s nominee Amy Coney Bar-
rett was confirmed to the Supreme Court on October 26, 2020,
filling a vacancy created by the death of Justice Ruth Bader
Ginsberg on September 18, 2020 —just a week before the presi-
dential election. Such a compressed timeline would be notable
in any case, but it stood out particularly against the backdrop
of the 2016 stonewalling of President Barack Obama’s supreme
court nominee Merrick Garland. Garland was to fill the seat
vacated by Justice Anthony Scalia, who died on February 13,
2016. Senate Republicans refused to confirm the nomination,
stalling until the election could take place in November. Trump’s
nominee, Neil Gorsuch, was instead confirmed in April 2017. In
his single term in office, Trump appointed three Supreme Court
justices — the third being Brett Kavanaugh, who filled the seat of
Justice Anthony Kennedy, who retired in July 2018.

The Heavens ... organizers, voters Stacey Abrams, politician
and voting rights activist, was widely credited for helping Joe
Biden narrowly win Georgia in the 2020 presidential election.

Trump and his supporters were also involved in
efforts to pressure officials in Michigan, Pennsylvania, Arizona,
Texas, Nevada, and Wisconsin to overturn their state election
results.

thrown out. On December 11, 2020, the Court declined to hear
another case brought by Texas State Attorney General Ken Pax-
ton alleging that Georgia, Michigan, Pennsylvania, and Wiscon-
sin violated the Constitution by changing election procedures
concerning mail voting. Voting by mail was especially signifi-
cant in the 2020 election because of concerns about the impact
the covip-19 pandemic would have on in-person voter turnout.

Even William ... December 23 Trump’s Attorney General Wil-
liam Barr issued his resignation on December 23, 2020. Despite
serving the Trump administration and its allies, Barr publicly
disputed the White House’s claims of fraud in the 2020 election.

January 6th ... more states 147 Republican members of Con-
gress voted against certifying the election results on the evening
of January 6, 2021, not long after the storming of the Capitol
building by “Stop the Steal” protestors.

Let’s impeach ... Trump twice Trump was impeached a second
time on January 13, 2021, when the Democrat-controlled House
of Representatives adopted an article of impeachment charging
him with incitement of insurrection for his involvement in the
January 6 storming of the Capitol. He was again acquitted by
the Republican-controlled Senate on February 13, 2021. See note
above (Hey, everybody ... got impeached!!!) concerning Trump’s
first impeachment on December 18, 2019.

Players: Senator ... Rush Limbaugh McConnell, Schumer,
Greene, Pelosi, Graham, Sanders, and Cruz were members of
Congress at the time of Trump’s second impeachment. Giuliani
publicly bolstered the Trump campaigns allegations of voter
fraud (see note above, “Did you ... a thing” referencing the Gi-
uliani press conference). Donald Trump’s Tax Returns were
subpoenaed in 2016 in the hush-money trial concerning pay-
ments to Stormy Daniels (see above note on “And that ... out-
standing subpoena”). “Horned Rioter” (a.k.a. QAnon Shaman),
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and “Podium Guy” participated in the January 6 storming of the
Capitol, as did the Confederate Flag. Rush Limbaugh, who died
on February 17, 2021, was a conservative political commentator
awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom by Trump. Bernie
Sanders’s Vermont Mittens were prominently featured in a vi-
ral photograph of Senator Sanders, runner up for Democratic
presidential nominee in 2020, taken at the Biden inauguration
on January 20, 2021.

Nancy Pelosi ... commemorative pens Nancy Pelosi came under
fire in January 2020 for using dozens of pens to sign the impeach-
ment articles against Donald Trump and then distributing them
to fellow House prosecutors and committee chairmen. Laurie
Kellman, “Nancy Pelosi Hands Out Impeachment Pens, a Sign-
ing Tradition,” The Associated Press News, January 16, 2020, htt-
ps://apnews.com/article/e27aadfo61644ba85bf889f2dbgd1079.

We declare ... genocide These and following orders respond
to events relating to the Israeli offensive on Gaza and the West
Bank that began on October 7, 2023, after Hamas and other Pal-
estinian armed groups breached the Gaza strips border fence,
attacking adjacent areas and killing an estimated 1,139 Israelis
and foreign nationals, in addition to taking hundreds as hos-
tages. Israel, led by prime minister Benjamin Netanyahu, retali-
ated with a full-scale military assault on Gaza, including total
blockades on the Gaza strip, as well as increased military con-
trol, raids, and airstrikes in the West Bank, all of which contin-
ues to intensify as of September 2024. At this time, the United
Nations office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs
reports more than 41,000 Palestinians killed and approximately
100,000 injured by Israeli attacks. Child fatalities are estimated
anywhere between 8,000 and 17,000. The UN reports that 90% of
Gaza’s 2.1 million population has been displaced, often multiple
times. The Israeli blockade on Gaza threatens famine and the
outbreak of infectious disease in the region. In January 2024, the
United Nation’s International Court of Justice (1cy) determined
that Israel’s actions against Gaza were “potentially genocidal”

ing Apocalyptic Conditions, Say uN Experts,” United Nations

In the us, mass demonstrations for Palestinian solidarity and
a ceasefire began in October 2023, with the largest pro-Palestine
protest in Us history occurring in Washington, bc on November
4, 2023. Pro-Palestine student protests and university encamp-
ments started to gain traction in the spring of 2024 and were
widespread, both in the us and abroad, by April 2024. In May
and June 2024, university administrators began collaborating
with local police forces to disrupt, repress, and dismantle stu-
dent organizing. Students have since been subject to contin-
ued harassment, disciplinary action, and legal actions brought
against them by their universities.

We say ... for Anyone The phrase “never again” is commonly
employed to invoke a responsibility to prevent and combat gen-
ocide. It is particularly associated with Jewish ethics and calls
to avert the recurrence an event comparable to the Holocaust.
However, it has also been adopted by various groups and causes
to signal to a moral responsibility to safeguard all peoples from
genocide and fascism. During the Israeli assault on Gaza and
the West Bank begun in 2023, the phrase has been used both by
supporters of Israeli military actions and by progressives who
denounced Israel’s killing of tens of thousands of Palestinian
civilians in Gaza.

We recognize ... to boycott The Boycott, Divestment, and
Sanctions (BDs) movement calls for international pressure to be
put on Israel to end its occupation of Palestine and treatment
of Palestinians. On May 17, 2023, a group of Republican Sena-
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tors introduced the Combatting Bps Act of 2023, which would
permit states and local governments to divest from entities en-
gaging in the boycotting, divestment, and sanctioning of Israel.
As of 2024, 38 states in the Us have passed anti-BDs laws, and the
right to boycott has become a topic of much contention in the
arts, in publishing, on college campuses, and beyond.

On April 18, 2024, the Us also vetoed a UN resolution that
would have recognized a Palestinian state and facilitated United
Nations membership for Palestine.

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Afterword

A Conversation with the Editors
October 2024

Andrew Gorin: It’s strange to come to the end of this project at
a time that reminds me of its beginning. When we created the
Executive Orders Google Doc, not long after Trump’s election
in 2016, everyone we knew was in shock. Since then we've lived
through several similar choral outpourings of grief and rage,
including those occasioned by the Black Lives Matter protests,
the global climate strike, the school shooting in Parkland, the
coviDp-19 pandemic, the overturning of Roe v. Wade and, most
recently, Israel’s us-supported genocidal campaign in Gaza. In
the midst of these compounded crises, we're now heading into
the election of 2024 and it feels like history is again repeating
itself.

Rachael Guynn Wilson: We were shocked but also galvanized
by Trump’s election. It wasn’t as if we didn’t understand the fail-
ures of the Obama era and his administration: the expansion
of drone warfare, the scandal of Nsa surveillance, the holding
pattern for mass incarceration, the government bailouts of Wall
Street, to name a few. And yet, despite everything, Obama was a
powerfully charismatic president, and his administration’s ten-
ure seemed to stand for the very idea of incrementalist progres-
sivism, as limited as those horizons may be. Bernie Sanders’s
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performance in the Democratic primaries was another sign that
we could move leftward as a nation slowly but surely. But Bernie
and his supporters were thwarted by the pNc, then Trump won
the 2016 election, and whatever minor optimism wed had dis-
solved, or rather imploded.

AG: Right.

RGW: There were some desperate days in that post-election
moment. I recall attending a Justice Democrats meetup with a
turnout that completely surprised and overwhelmed the organ-
izers, who knew not what to do with this overflowing political
energy, and wound up squandering it. People began organiz-
ing themselves in ad hoc fashion, creating local action groups.
We scrambled to do what we could to create friction within
Trump’s government, and within the political establishment
more broadly. Often, that meant simply calling and writing our
representatives, creating boycott lists for companies supporting
Trump and his brand, or working at the local level to get leftists
and progressives into office.

AG: We also started the “Executive Orders” project, which I
think we later came to understand as an exploration of the lim-
its of our political agency as much as a collective expression of
our will.

RGW: We did. We were both in grad school at the time and wed
formed a working group that met in an empty classroom at 244
Greene Street. Most of us were poets, all were writers. At some
point, someone raised the idea that we should try connecting
our creative work to the pragmatic tasks at hand. And so “Exec-
utive Orders” emerged as “a project wherein we could respond
to the sudden and seemingly relentless barrage of Trump’s dys-
topian executive orders with a series of our own,” as we put it
in the headnote to the collaborative working document. The
impulse to merge our political activities with our poetics sus-
tained the project for a while. But the momentum proved not
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to be linear or constant. There were periods of dormancy. Until
some event would transpire, and another politically focalized
moment would emerge, and then wed be back at it.

AG: The tidal nature of participation in the writing has mirrored
the ebb and flow of people’s political engagement more gener-
ally. And T say this with an eye toward the fact that, for many
Us residents, political participation seems to mean little more
than making and reacting to statements on social media, which
is to say that it’s not entirely unlike contributing an “executive
order” to a collaborative Google Doc. One of the most interest-
ing things about the project has been the way it’s served as a
barometer of this sort of political energy, in addition to being
a record of inciting events that tend to fade too quickly into
the background when they are dropped from the news cycle.
In other words, it’s been a means of attuning to the very tenu-
ous and intermittent sense of political power assumed by people
around us.

RGW: I've also been thinking about how Trump’s election to the
office of poTUS served as impetus for the project, as it did for
activist organizing, but then Executive Orders quickly branched
into wider, and also weirder, territory.

In the Us, there’s an establishment narrative of Trump-as-crisis,
as dangerous anomaly and disruptor of a system whose given-
ness, naturalness, and soundness itself goes largely unques-
tioned. In Executive Orders, we were interested in understanding
Trump as symptomatic of larger underlying problems. Trump
(or Trump™) is a recurring character who symbolizes some of
the deepest dysfunctions of our political system as well as a cul-
tural low point for the United States, but it’s really those under-
lying conditions to which Executive Orders addresses itself.

Another way of saying this: While it was inevitable that Trump

drew (and continues to draw) our attention, not only in this pro-
ject but also in our daily lives, to make this person(-ality) out to
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be the issue jeopardizing the sociopolitical future of the United
States is to play into a vastly oversimplified view of American
politics. It's also a romanticized view, in which Democrats
and Republicans can turn up on the same side of the aisle, not
because they similarly belong to and are beholden to the wealth-
iest segment of the population —as it really is— but because a
chaotic, destructive outsider force has united them on the side
of the good (the side of “democracy”). Cue the Good Morning
America and cBs News specials on George W. Bush and Michelle
Obamass friendship circa 2018. Let historical memory melt away
in the exchange of candy at John McCain’s funeral. In fact, these
are exactly the kind of details Executive Orders captures. It sort
of approaches its subject from below.

AG: [ think that the way Trump has served, in and beyond Execu-
tive Orders, as a political lightning rod, albeit one indicative of a
much larger storm bearing down on the United States, as you say,
is actually key to what I take to be one of the text’s most impor-
tant satirical functions. While Executive Orders is an experiment
in utopian dream-wishing, it’s also an effort to deflate Trump’s
executive authority —and thus his centrality—by rendering
executive pronouncements like his both highly provisional and
absurd. This means that Executive Orders is conscious and criti-
cal of its own aggrandizing and authoritative rhetoric. And it
is critical of this rhetoric in a way that seeks to imaginatively
diminish Trump’s authority while simultaneously recognizing
that performative denunciations of what are merely prominent
symptoms of systemic problems, even where these denuncia-
tions come from political sectors that we deem laudable, are in
themselves insufficient. This is one reason why previous pub-
lished versions of Executive Orders included a postscript listing
actions one might take and organizations one might contribute
to or get involved with to support progressive politics and social
justice. So, to get back to your point: I agree that this writing
could seem to put Trump at the center in a manner that might
be deemed naive. But in important respects, this critically mir-
rors how voices on the Left (and on the internet) often focus
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on attention-grabbing events and public figures in a way that
might produce an energized base but also sometimes takes the
conversation in the direction of spectacle rather than substance.

RGW: It seems to me that none of us knows how revolutionary
change occurs. How, even, do we create dissensus, or open up
spaces of counter-hegemonic praxis? Consider, for example, the
irony of the day: that so much leftist organizing is both facili-
tated by and beholden to some of the worst privately owned
corporate platforms out there (namely, Meta and X, at the
moment). What happens to oppositional speech as it surfaces
within and binds itself to such corporate media technologies?
As Audre Lorde once wrote, when we use the “master’s tools”
in our resistance efforts, “It means that only the most narrow
perimeters of change are possible and allowable But let me just
say again that none of us really know how revolutionary change
occurs. There are, however, credible reasons to believe that lan-
guage might be a key agent.

Elsewhere, we've discussed J.L. Austin’s theory of performative
language in relation to this project. Performatives, per Austin,
are utterances that aspire to make things happen in the world
as a direct result of the utterance. He also calls them “speech
acts” and gives the example of someone marrying a couple by
saying, “I now pronounce you man and wife,” or making a bet
by saying, “I bet you X’ This is a dramatized version of the
way that speech can effect change, and one that’s relevant to
our project, which focuses on the speech act of a sovereign or
“executive” leader giving an order (“I hereby decree...”). Austin’s
theory of speech acts calls attention to this novel category of
language, which feels a bit like a sorcerer’s language: you say
the magic words and the enchantment, or “spell,” is cast. I
suppose part of the broad appeal of Austin’s theory derives from

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its association with a longer history of connecting language
to magic and power. It’s a deep-rooted idea that language has
special power to affect the material world. We don’t need to put
stock in magic to understand that this concept may arise from
something real — from an experience of the power of rhetoric to
shape feelings, sway opinions, and cause people to act in various
ways. The speech act, then, presents an amplified expression of
the pervasive but otherwise latent capacity of all language to
“perform.” Rhetoric, in other words, is never merely rhetorical.

Still, T agree with your assessment of a major problem in left-
ist political organizing: that it’s easy for people to get swept up
in a reactive mode of political engagement, to be consumed by
perpetual crisis, and that this fight-or-flight mode of engage-
ment inhibits the longer-game movement building that we des-
perately need. We should put stock in language, though we also
need to be thinking about what will make our speech effective,
or, as Austin puts it, “felicitous.” Not every spell comes off right.
You might turn your mother into a horse while trying to turn
the king into a toad. One has to be careful about these things.

AG: You have to be careful, but sometimes you also have to risk
turning your mother into a horse, i.e., you have to risk being
taken for an ineffectual buffoon more interested in the discur-
sive performance of revolutionary politics (online and wherever
else) than in pragmatic organizing. On the other hand, perform-
ative assertions in media spaces are potentially very pragmatic
and effectual. This is especially true in the case of the mobiliza-
tion of virtual mass publics or “imagined communities,” which
by definition only exist for our contemplation as an effect of the
rhetoric that brings them into being.

One of the original inspirations for Executive Orders was
Allen Ginsberg’s performative declaration of the end of the
Vietnam War in his 1966 poem “Wichita Vortex Sutra,” the text
of which appeared broken into two segments in the first pub-
lished version of the Executive Orders project as follows:
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1 lift my voice aloud,
make Mantra of American language now,
I here declare the end of the War!
Ancient days’ Illusion! —
and pronounce words beginning my own millennium.
[...]
Let the States tremble,
let the nation weep,
let Congress legislate its own delight,
let the President execute [her] own desire —
this Act done by my own voice,
nameless Mystery —
published to my own senses,
blissfully received by my own form
approved with pleasure by my sensations
manifestation of my very thought
accomplished in my own imagination
all realms within my consciousness fulfilled.?

In the Google Doc, someone pretty quickly changed the pro-
noun “his” to “her” in the fourth line of the second segment, so
that Ginsberg’s language is converted into a wishful enactment
of the election of a female President. But apart from that gesture
to an imagined feminist voting base, these lines are a particu-
larly apt example of the work that the rhetorical invocation of
publics can do because they were originally a response to what
is probably the most infamous abuse of this power in American
history: the us government, policy elite, and media’s false rep-
resentation of the American people’s opinion on intervention
in Vietnam (elsewhere in his poem, Ginsberg writes that “The
war is language, / language abused”). Incidentally, it was Bruce
Andrews, another poet and a scholar of foreign policy, who first
marshaled statistical evidence to claim that the Us government’s

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portrayal of the American people as pro-war at the time was in
fact a lie.* Ginsberg’s magical declaration of the end of the war,
then, responds in kind to the Johnson administration’s bad-faith
magical thinking on the popularity of American hawkishness.
The self-conscious performativity of his lines undermines top-
down representations of the American public while also pro-
posing the existence of individuals who might have different
attitudes about the war from the one being commonly attrib-
uted to them. Insofar as concrete political actions are often jus-
tified through reference to the will of such collectives, how we
imagine and reimagine collectivities matters. My hope is that
Executive Orders dramatizes this fact in fruitful ways.

RGW: All of this. We see the way that our supposedly “repre-
sentative” form of government has exploited the gross power
imbalances brought into being by unfettered capitalism in order
to dispossess people, on ever-wider scales, of a voice in politics.
You might say Ginsberg’s poem counters a deep fake with the
ecstatic truth!

AG: Absolutely. And the term “deep fake” brings us back to the
urgency of such countermoves in a present in which public
opinion is more manipulable than ever.

RGW: Yes. And at present, we find ourselves entering a histori-
cal loop as Trump and Biden face off as the presumptive nomi-
nees of their respective parties for the 2024 election. And yet,
both candidates are dramatically unpopular according to most
polls, which goes to show, yet again, how dysfunctional our sys-

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tem has become. The dominant parties and their politicians are
insulated from public opinion and lack basic accountability.

Critics like Noam Chomsky have thoroughly dissected the
way in which powerful financial interests control the Us political
system, effectively voiding popular representation and stymying
the popular will when and where it arises. It is difficult to imag-
ine how we might address the deeply stacked situation we find
ourselves in today and transform our conditions deliberately,
rather than through the effects of cataclysm.

What on earth can poets do?

AG: Well, maybe one thing poets and cultural workers more
generally can do is help us keep track of something difficult to
measure by more quantitative means: the status of the cultural
sphere wherein the experience and will of collectives gets repre-
sented so that it might translate into action. Sociology’s term for
this sphere is the public sphere. And when I say it’s difficult to
measure, I mean that, as the co-production of all those who par-
ticipate in it, it is constantly changing in space and time. To be
sure, the public sphere is undergirded by concrete institutions
like newspapers, social media platforms, publishing houses,
town hall meetings, and film studios, etc. But it’s always greater
than the sum of these parts, not least because it is additionally
comprised of the ever-evolving soft infrastructure of norms
and conventions that each of us must imagine or perform when
entering it. It could be defined as the total amalgamation of all
possible ways of conceiving of these conventions and norms.

In this respect, the public sphere is probably best understood
as the set of rhetorical orientations and modes of comportment
that people take up in public discourse, rather than as con-
crete institutions or discursive spaces. Humanistic culture has
played a key role in reflecting on these orientations and modes
of comportment, both overtly and implicitly (this is actually the
reason why I do research on literature and media), and I think
that poetry, which is still often framed as “privacy made public,”
has had an especially important historical relation to the shift-
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ing ideals of publicness precisely because it’s been so frequently
positioned on the threshold where publicness begins.

What, then, can a project like Executive Orders do? Well,
I think one of the things it can do— one of the things it does
do—is provide a sort of snapshot of the power gap between
public opinion and government that we've been discussing.
There’s a funny way that this makes the project both ineffectual
and about ineffectuality in a potentially effectual manner. But it
can also explore this ineffectuality to point to alternative spaces
for deliberation and action.

RGW: I've been reading Ammiel Alcalay and Simone White
recently —a manuscript by Ammiel called CONTROLLED
DEMOLITION and one by Simone called Warring— and both
of these poets have got me thinking in new ways about the ques-
tions we keep circling here, in this conversation and in this pro-
ject.

In Warring, Simone White uses poetics as a space in which
to produce dissensus, or, at least, to amplify what is a kind of
managed dissensus elsewhere in our culture. Her work effec-
tively desegregates the discourses of philosophy in/of the Black
radical tradition and Black studies and that of trap music. Meet-
ing in her listening, her language, and her feeling, they strug-
gle to coexist, to find a container or logic that mutually holds
them. Their continued encounter, we feel, might even force a
new logos. Trap music, White contends, “requires consideration
of the possibility that resistance belongs to an ideological logic
of sorting that isn't oppositional in the way we used to think it
was”s

There might be a similar discovery in CONTROLLED DEM-
OLITION, in which Ammiel Alcalay magpies shards of a recent
history of American empire to render its likeness —that of a
machine for amassing power and control, politically, militarily,
economically, and culturally — with terrible clarity. He reveals
patterns of ideological misdirection and disinformation so deep

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I begin to question the concept of a “bottom,” and he posits that
the state’s ultimate aim is to have us “begin any inquiry at a point
that precludes and eliminates the most important questions.”

As in Ammiel’s work, we must keep inventing ways to ask
the other questions, the “wrong” questions, to refuse that which
is given (from above), and to affirm that which we know most
intimately as another possible, and perhaps realer, reality. As in
Simone’s work, we have to keep holding impossible and incom-
mensurate realities together until we force another logos. That
each and any of us can perform this work, and is responsible for
doing so, is the bid of Executive Orders. It’s a terrifying thought,
but we must all become poets.

AG: I think that terrifying urge toward poetic becoming is a
good place for this conversation to end.

RGW: “So be it disordered”
