Comparatively few, who visit the graveyards of the Moravian 

Church at Nazareth, are aware, that in these beautifully located 
God's Acres many brethren and sisters have been laid to rest, 
who were prominent in the early history of the Church, whilst 
there are numbers of others, who, though never occupying 
positions entitling their names to be inscribed upon the annals of 
the Church, yet performed an important part in those first trying 
years of the Brethren's settlements in Pennsylvania. The names 
of many have been forgotten; the little stones, which marked 
their last resting place, have crumbled into dust; but in God's 
book of remembrance are treasured up their humble services, 
the sacrifices so willingly offered, the hardships endured, and, 
above all, the sterling Christian character of those first settlers, 
who labored, suffered and bore the heat and burden of those 
early days, not with any selfish object in view, not with the hope 
of accumulating wealth, or even a home of their own, but only 
to perform their part in establishing the Church in the wilds of 
the new world, and for the glory of God and the spread of His 
gospel of grace. 

THE ANNOUNCEMENT OF DEATHS. 

While in many churches the death of a member is made 
known by tolling of the church-bell, (the number of strokes of 
the bell indicating the number of years of the departed,) the old 
Moravian custom of making the announcement is by means of 
the solemn strains of the trombones from the steeple of the 
church. Formerly everyone was familiar both with the hymns 
and the melodies or tunes of the Church, and, as many of the 
latter were associated with a well-known hymn, there was no 
difficulty experienced in recognizing the significance of an 
announcement from the steeple of the church. This being no 
longer the case, the beauty and impressiveness of this custom, 
as well as the significance of the tunes by the trombonists in the 
early hours of a festival day, have, in a great measure, been lost. 
Believing that a list of the tunes used for the announcement of 
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deaths may be appreciated by many, we here append the same. 
The first tune is I 51A, which is to remind us of an old German 
hymn, which announces, in beautiful language, that a fellow­
pilgrim has been called home: "Es schied aus unserm Bunde, 
Ein Pilgrim uns voran," etc. The second one indicates from 
which division or class of the congregation a soul has departed : 

For Married Men, Tune 83. "Jesus ne'er forsaketh me, This 
my spirit greatly cheereth; And my constant trust shall be; 
Yea, though death at length appeareth; Herein precious comfort 
lies; I shall in His image rise." 

For Married Women, Tune 79. "His plea amid deep sighing, 
With bitter tears and crying, My soul with peace doth bless," etc. 

For Widowers, Tune I 32A. "Therefore my hope is in His 
grace, And not in my own merit; On Him my confidence I 
place," etc. 

For Widows, Tune 149. "Oh, what happiness divine, Oh, the 
lot most precious," etc. 

For Unmarried Men, Tune 185. "Faithful Lord, my only joy 
and treasure," etc. 

For Unmarr£ed Women, Tune 37. "My happy lot is here the 
Lamb to follow," etc. 

For Older Boys, Tune 23. "With new grace, dear Lord, array 
me," etc. 

For Older Girls, Tune 14A. " Oh, that I may so favored be 
With them above to join;" etc. 

For Little Boys, Tune 39. "We thank Thee, that Thou wilt 
the children permit," etc. 

For Lt'ttle Girls, Tune 82. "Should not I for gladness leap, 
Led by Jesus as His sheep," etc. 

The third tune is the same as the first one, viz. 151A, the 
hymn associated with this melody being a prayer, in view of our 
own departure: viz., " Be near me when I'm dying, Oh, show 
Thy cross to me !" etc. 

The plaintive tones of these sweet melodies have touched 
hearts, spoken to souls, breathed comfort, peace, hope into many 
an one, and raised thoughts far above earth to heaven and the 
coming glory. On the occasion of a funeral, the tune, indicating 
the division of the congregation from which the departed has 



been called home, is generally performed on entering the 
graveyard. 

The Moravians regarded the congregation as a large f amity; 
all were brethren and sisters ; and this idea was not disregarded 
when the departed were laid to rest on their God's Acres. No 
distinction is made between the wealthy and the poor, the 
learned and illiterate, the honored and the humblest of God's 
children. The brethren are interred in one plot, the sisters in 
another; the children in a space allotted to them, etc. A simple 
slab of marble marks their resting places. There is a deep 
significance in the customs of our forefathers, though not always 
appreciated by all. 

THE FIRST GRAVEYARD. 

The first graveyard of the Nazareth settlement was consecrated 
on the occasion of the burial of George Kremser, on Jan. 18, 
1744. The service was a brief one, on that cold winter's day, 
and amid the dangers which often threatened the Brethren on 
funeral occasions; for we are told, that it was frequently deemed 
prudent for some of the Brethren to be armed, on account of 
possible attacks from hostile Indians. 

This graveyard is located on the highest point in this section 
of the country, and was selected by Captain N. Garrison, the 
well-known sea-captain and surveyor, not only on account of the 
fact just stated, but probably also as being convenient for the 
settlements of Gnadenthal, Christian's Spring, Old Nazareth, 
Friedensthal and the "Rose." 

It is difficult to account for the strange misnomer, "the Indian 
Graveyard," which, in modern times, has been given to this spot. 
Only four Indians are buried here, viz.: Salome, an Indian woman; 
Maria Spangenberg, the daughter of Ruth, an Indian from 
Shekomeko, who was baptized at Bethlehem, May 13, 1746; 
Sarah, daughter of the Indian Nathaniel, a child from the school, 
baptized by Brother Christian Henry Rauch, and Beata, daughter 
of the Indian Philip, who died five days after her baptism. 

The designations given by the Brethren to this graveyard were 
Ruheberg (the hill of rest), Hutberg, after the graveyard at 
Herrnhut, and the more common name, Gottesacker, or God's 
Acre. 
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The first graveyard at Nazareth is beautifully located, the land­
scape from this elevation being most picturesque, the Blue 
Mountains, like a mighty wall, limiting the view to the north, 
while to the south and east is spread out the country lying 
between Nazareth and Bethlehem, little villages and hamlets 
dotting the landscape, with the South Mountain in the back­
ground. 

It was a matter of deep regret that this beautiful and sacred 
spot passed out of the possession of the Church at the time when 
the extensive farms and woodland belonging to and constituting 
Gnadenthal, were sold to the County for the establishment of the 
Almshouse, and Christian's Spring and land, lying between that 
quaint little hamlet and Nazareth, to private individuals. This 
occurred about sixty years ago, the Brethren at Nazareth being 
filled with indignation and vainly protesting. The graveyard 
was included in the sale, the only condition being that the 
ground of this little plot should not be tilled. At that time the 
mounds of the graves were in a tolerable condition, covered with 
thyme and the beautiful mountain-pink, and the larger portion of 
the modest little tombstones were still in position and legible. 
The owner of the property, faithful to the conditions made in the 
deed, did not plough nor sow the graveyard, but, if possible, con­
signed the sacred spot to a more ignoble use, making it the dump­
ing-place for the large quantity of quartz stones and rubbish 
gathered from his land. Nazareth appears to have been power­
less to prevent the desecration of this first God's Acre. 

Finally, after many years and great difficulties, the plot was 
secured by the joint action of the Moravian Historical Society 
(soon after its organization), and the Board of Trustees of the 
church at Nazareth. It was purchased from Mr. Abraham Gruver, 
who had become the owner, for the sum of $150-a very large 
sum for so small a piece of ground in those days; and from Mr. 
Edwin P. Wolle and others a strip of land for an approach to the 
graveyard, at the rate of $125 an acre. The Trustees of Nazareth 
church hold the deed, the Historical Society having later received 
a perpetual lease. 

It was no trifling undertaking to reclaim and restore this waste 
place to a condition worthy of the object for which it had been 
dedicated in 1744, as the Historical Society at that time had only 



a small membership and was almost without means. The ground 
was cleared, the few remnants of tombstones removed to the 
museum of the Society, and a monument, prepared by Mr. Robert 
Haas of Nazareth, was erected, while Mr. John Jordan had a 
small pavilion (a reminder of the one on the Hutberg at Herrn­
hut), built at his own expense, the property being enclosed by a 
fence and some trees planted on the graveyard and the walk to 
this sacred spot. 

On the 12th of June, 1867, the formal unveiling of the monu­
ment and the re-dedication of the graveyard took place. A large 
number of members and friends of the Church from Bethlehem, 
Philadelphia, New York, Brooklyn, Lititz, Schoeneck and Nazareth 
had assembled. The trombonists from Schoeneck and Nazareth 
furnished music, alternating with one another, as the large pro­
cession wended its way up the hills to the graveyard. The 
Nazareth church choir attended in a body, and in addition to 
leading the singing of hymns by the congregation, sang a pretty 
anthem, composed for the occasion by Brother Benjamin Clewell, 
the organist of the church at Nazareth. The burial litany was 
prayed by the Rev. Robert de Schweinitz, Principal of Nazareth 
Hall, and two addresses were made, the one by the Rev. Edward 
Rondthaler, pastor of the church in Brooklyn, and the other by 
the Rev. E. T. Kluge, pastor of the church at Nazareth. Bishop 
J. C. Jacobson, President of the Provincial Elders' Conference, 
pronounced the benediction. 

On the monument are inscribed the names of those interred 
in this graveyard. The monument is made of American marble, 
the total cost being $448.30. Sixty-seven persons are here 
interred, viz., fifty-two children, eleven white adults, and four 
Indians, two of whom are children. 

As this graveyard was in use upwards of twelve years, the 
number of adult members buried here is small, especially if the 
fact is borne in mind, that those first settlers were subjected to 
many hardships and discomforts, and that, during these years, 
contagious diseases-amongst the rest, the small-pox-prevailed. 
The large number of little children who died, is easily accounted 
for. By far the larger number had lived in the nursery at 
Ephrata; for, on account of the peculiar conditions existing at 
that time, parents were obliged to place their little children in the 



nursery, so that they might receive the care and attention, which 
it was impossible for them to bestow, as the large majority in 
Bethlehem, Nazareth, and other settlements were occupied in 
felling the forests, preparing the land for tillage, and carrying on 
the various pursuits begun in the colonies, the women also being 
occupied in many ways. Besides, the homes prepared for the 
large numbers, who were constantly coming here from Europe 
and England, as well as from various sections of this country, were 
insufficient for their proper accommodation. 

Of the names of families represented among those interred in 
this first graveyard, very few are now to be found in the Church. 
The names which occur, which are familiar, are the following: 
Samuel Krause, Andrew Kremser, Jacob Till, Clewell, Demuth, 
Christ, together with Michler, descendants still living in Easton, 
Biininger, (later spelled Bininger,) descendants having formerly 
been prominent members of the Church in New York, and some 
still living in that city; Miicke, descendants living in Lititz, Pa. 

Of the adult members buried here, there are several, who 
deserve particular notice: 

CHRISTOPH DEMUTH, a manufacturer of paper-boxes, came 
from Moravia. In 1726, being greatly troubled in spirit and 
longing for peace, he forsook his home, and by a wonderful 
leading of Providence, came to Herrnhut. Apparently he had 
not decided where to go, nor had he heard anything of Count 
Zinzendorf, nor of the refuge there offered by him for refugees 
from Moravia. A few weeks later he returned to Moravia for 
his wife and two children. Brother Demuth was present at the 
communion at Berthelsdorf, on August 13, 1727, and was a 
participant. In 1726, in company with Christian David, he went 
to Moravia, remaining there six months ; and, although in 
danger of imprisonment, visited devout souls in various places, 
who, in their concealment, were longing for freedom to worship 
the Lord according to the dictates of their consciences and to 
enjoy the spiritual blessings which their fathers of the Brethren's 
Church had so highly prized. Living in Herrnhut, and support­
ing himself by the labor of his hands, he made many journeys 
in the cause of the Lord. Amongst the rest, he went to Berlin 
in 1729, to various portions of Prussia in 1732, in company with 



Frederick Boehnisch, to Wiirtemberg in 1730, in order to 
accompany two young women from Switzerland to Herrnhut. 

In 1743, together with 120 others, he and his family came to 
Pennsylvania, later serving in Miilhbach, Germantown, and 
Fredericktown as minister. He was an excellent singer, and 
when preaching to the people, he often proclaimed the gospel in 
song, which was very edifying and impressive, as was also his 
devout walk (" priesterlicher Wandel"). During the greater 
part of the time, Nazareth was his home, where "his example 
of holy living was not without blessed fruits." On the last day 
of his life, though with a feeble voice, he frequently repeated his 
favorite hymn, "Jesu Kreuze, Jesu Todesstunden, Jesu, iiber 
alles schc>ne Wunden, Jesu, Gottes-Leichelein, Soll mein Ein und 
Alles sein." Two of his children survived him: Ferdinand, and 
a daughter, married to Peter Thiel. His age was 64 years, 3 
months and 20 days. 

JoHANNES MUENSTER, one of the first exiles from Moravia and 
members of the Herrnhut congregation. He was born in Zauch­
tenthal in 1700. In the great awakening in Moravia, he was 
deeply impressed, and, in consequence, came to Herrnhut in 
1725. He too was a participant in the memorable communion 
on August 13th, I 727. In the service of the congregation, he 
was commissioned to make visits to various parts of the country, 
in one of which he became acquainted with the Dober family, 
which figures so prominently in early Moravian history. Twice 
he went to Moravia, the last time bringing with him his mother 
and three of his brothers and sisters. He was married to a 
daughter of Brother Nitschmann. In 17 42, during the war be­
tween Prussia and Austria, he was twice sent, with his wife, to 
Silesia, where they labored with blessing among awakened souls 
in that country. He and his family came to Pennsylvania with 
the "Second Sea Congregation," among the so-called "Fischer 
Gesellschaft." In this country he served in various capacities, 
in Oley, Skippack, Muddy Creek, Macungie, Bethlehem, Frie­
densthal and Nazareth. 

Others, deserving special mention, are the following: 

ELIZABETH TILL, m.n. Stephan, wife of Jacob Till, was born in 
Switzerland. At her urgent request, her father took her to 
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Herrnhaag, when quite young, as she "longed to be the Lord's 
property and to serve Him." This she did in Gnadeck, Herrn­
hut, Marienborn, Zeist, Herrndyk, generally in Children's Homes. 
Together with a large company, she came to this country in 
1753, on the ship Irene, and here rendered valuable services. 

ELIZABETH PAYNE, mother of the Rev. Jasper Payne, a minis­
ter of the church. She was born in England in 1669. Through 
her son she became acquainted with the Brethren and united 
with the Church. In 1743, although in her 74th year, she came 
to this country, with her son and I 20 others, in the vessel Little 
Strength. On the voyage she was of much service to the Eng­
lish Brethren and Sisters of the company; and during her stay 
in Bethlehem, was very helpful to missionaries and others. When 
no longer able to serve others, on account of her age and infirm­
ities, she prayed for them. She died in Nazareth in the 87th 
year of her life, her death being the first which occurred in the 
Widows' House. 

ANNA MARGARETHA NILSON, m.n. Henckel ,was another valued 
woman, who came to this country, as a member of one of the 
''sea-congregations." 

Two others, CATHARINE HILLMAN, m. n. Kaiser, and ARIANCHY 
COUNTRYMAN, her sister, the wife of Henry Countryman, both 
from England, should also be mentioned. They became acquainted 
with Brother Burnside, while on their way to Virginia, and were 
so deeply impressed by the preaching of the Brethren, that they 
decided to abandon the idea of moving to Virginia and remained 
in Dansbury (in what is now Monroe County), in order to be 
under the spiritual care of the Moravian Brethren. The Indians 
having threatened the place, all fled, taking refuge in Nazareth. 
Here, after a stay of only a few weeks, both died on the same 
day, probably from the effects of their flight. 

JOHANN BAUMAN, a married man, whose father was a Mennonite 
in Conestoga, is also buried here. He had been baptized by the 
Mennonites ; but, having been deeply impressed by the teaching 
of the Brethren, his father bought land, about five miles from 
Gnadenthal, upon which the young man and his wife were to live 
so that they might be near the Brethren, "because his son loved 
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them so dearly." Young Bauman was shot and scalped by the 
Indians. His father brought the remains to Gnadenthal, with 
the request that his son might be laid to rest with those whom he 
loved and who had been so great a blessing to him. 

Although the number of persons interred on the first graveyard 
is very small, only 67, of whom 52 are children, I I white adults, 
and 4 Indians, two of whom were children,-the spot is worthy 
of being held sacred; the few to whom reference has been made 
being pious men and women, who contributed, in no small degree, 
to the work of the Church, and whose lives preached eloquently 
to many, both in Europe and this country, of the love and grace 
of the Saviour; men who belonged to the number who forsook 
home and kindred for the sake of the gospel, and who link us to 
the Ancient Church of the Brethren. The few Indians, first fruits 
of missionary labor in this part of the country, and the large 
number of little children, whose early death speak loudly of the 
privations and sacrifices made by the first Christian settlers of this 
portion of Pennsylvania ; they also add to the sacredness of this 
spot. Surely it is Holy Ground; the "Ruheberg," the resting 
place of many wearied followers of the Saviour.

THE SECOND GRAVEYARD. 

The second graveyard, now in use, was opened on the 14th of 
February, 1756, on the occasion of the funeral of John Peter 
Lehnert or Lennert, "das erste Waizenkorn auf diesem Gottes­
acker." Bishop Spangenberg held the funeral and consecrated 
the ground, delivering a brief address on the words, "But I am a 
worm, and no man." Psalm 22 : 6. 

A beautiful location had again been selected on the hill over­
looking a wide expanse of country, bounded by mountains. 
During many years every effort to improve and beautify this spot 
proved fruitless. It appeared to be a rather barren spot. Two 
lone linden trees, which never attained any considerable size 
were the only ones in the enclosure at the gateway, while the 
graves were covered with the aromatic thyme and mountain 
pinks, the only plants which appeared to thrive. At the entrance 
on the east side, there was a neat gateway, with an arch, contain­
ing two inscriptions ; the one on the east side, a German one, 
"lch lebe, und Ihr sollt auch leben ;" on the west side, an Eng­
lish one, "The body rests in hope." 

About sixty years ago, efforts were made by the late Brethren 
John Beitel, Sr., Christian Brunner and others to plant trees. 
Having repeatedly failed, they finally conveyed to the spot large 
trees in the depth of winter, carefully dug up with an abundance 
of frozen soil, hoping thus to succeed; but in vain; and after 
many disappointments and most persevering labor, extending 
over many years, the plan was abandoned; for nothing would 
grow on this place of the dead! Later, about forty-five or more 
years ago, another effort was made by the late Brethren Edmund 
Ricksecker, Dr. Charles Sellers, William Christ and others; and 
this met with success. A large variety of trees, especially ever­
greens, were successfully planted; and it is maintained by those 
capable of judging correctly, that the collection of evergreens 
was the largest and most complete in any portion of the State, 
many being extremely rare. Since then many changes have 
taken place, and the axe has been freely used. No doubt, much 
of this was necessary; but, in all probability, the large variety of 
interesting deciduous and evergreen trees was not known to those 
who wielded the axe, nor the labors and troubles of the good

men, who now sleep their last sleep in this sacred spot, which 
they had endeavored to beautify. 

In this graveyard are interred the remains of upwards of forty­
five ministers, missionaries and wives of ministers, some of whom 
had held prominent positions in the Church and rendered valu­
able services. A number of former Nazareth pastors rest here 
with the members of their flock; amongst these Franz Ckristian 
Lembke, who served as pastor in Nazareth nearly thirty years, 
and also, for some years as principal of Nazareth Hall and a 
member of the Provincial Board. Amongst other prominent 
people buried here, are a number, who were born in Zauchtenthal 
and other places in Moravia and Bohemia, some of whom had 
belonged to the company of exiles from the original home of the 
Brethren's Church and first members of the Renewed Church, 
and had participated in the ever memorable communion at Berth­
elsdorf, August 13th, 1727; also many of the ancestors of the 
Moravians of the present day; noted physicians, such as Dr. 
John Frederick Otto, Joseph Otto, Stephen Bruce, Henry 
Schmidt, besides highly gifted and respected physicians of later 
times. Besides, there are a number of negroes, for many years 
slaves, who had been captured in Guinea and brought to this 
country; and also refugees from Wyoming and other places, 
Nazareth being a haven of rest and safety to a large number. 

The total number here interred is r 134. 
In the following list of burials in the second, or present, grave­

yard, the names are printed and numbered in the order of inter­
ment. The characters following each name indicate the location 
of the grave, and these are followed by the date of decease. The 
rows of graves are indicated by Roman numerals counting from 
the East, those to the North of the middle path being designated 
by the letter n, and those to the South by the letter s. The 
Arabic numerals denote the number of each grave counting from 
the middle walk, thus:

Samuel in Herrnhut, David in the East Indies, and an unmarried daughter, 
Joanna, in Bethlehem. In 1730 be came to Herrnhut and united with the 
congregation.

Notwithstanding the opposition of friends, he went to 
Bethlehem in 1754 and later to Christianspring, where he was baptized. He 
was a very pious young man. 

77. Matthias Bacher. i, s. 1. May 18. Unmarried man. Born in Salzburg, 
Feb. 1, 1725. During religious troubles in that country, Lutheran books fell 
into the hands of his father, with which he and his family and neighbors 
edified one another, but were, in consequence, persecuted by the Catholic 
authorities, so that finally he and many others were obliged to leave the 
country, and came to Ulm, where his parents died soon after. Went to 
Regensburg, where he became acquainted with members of the Brethren's 
Church. Went to Ebersdorf, and 1746 was received into the congregation. 
In 1754 he came, with a company of "single brethren," to Bethlehem. 
Being sent to Christianspring, he assisted in the building of Nazareth Hall.

l, 1712. 1731 married the widower, Franz Blum. Had eleven children. 

105. John Nicholas Weinland, (Gnadenthal.) viii, s. 9. Jan. 22. Born Dec. 
26, 1706, in Thilringia; 1740, on reading the "Berlin Discourses" of 
Zinzendorf, he was awakened, and induced by the Brethren to visit Herrnhaag 
in 1742. The following year moved there and was received into the congre­
gation. In 1749 came to Bethlehem with a large number of colonists. 
Married Philippine Loesch. He bad five children. Together with eleven 
others, moved to Nazareth in 1754; later to the "Rose lnn," then again to 
Nazareth and Gnadenthal. 

106. Franz Blum. ix, s. 10. Jan. 25. Born in the Palatinate, May 1, 1701. 
Twice married. In 1730 came to Pennsylvania. Converted by Bishop 
Peter Boehler. 
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107. Magdalene Mordick, (Gnadenthal.) vii, n. 8. March 13. Born July 22, 
1717, at Neuldrch, Upper Lusatia. While living in the family of Baron von 
Guldenberg, she became acquainted with Brethren who visited there, and was 
awakened. Went to Herrnhut in 1742 and was received into the congrega­
tion. Later went to Herrnhaag, where she united with a colony, which went to 
America from Holland and England, with Brother and Sister John Nitsch­
mann. In 1749 married Peter Mordick. Lived for a time at Gnadenhiitten 
on the Mahony. She was a faithful and very pious woman. 

108. John Christian Oerter. i, s. 5. March 29. An unmarried man. Born in 
Fredericktown, Oct. 16, 1747, where his parents superintended the school. 
In the nursery at Nazareth, the Boys' School in Bethlehem and in Nazareth 
Hall. At Christianspring he learned the gunsmith's trade with Brother 
Albrecht, and became superintendent of the factory. 

109. Beatus Westhoefer. iii, s. Io. Nov. 5. His parents lived in Philadelphia. 
Died while on a visit to Nazareth. 

I 10. Stephen Bruce. i, s. 6. Nov, 19. Physician. An unmarried man. Died 
while here on a visit from Bethlehem. Born in Bethlehem, Nov. 9, 1748, 
His father was a missionary among the Indians. His widowed mother 
married Dr. Frederick Otto. He was to learn the locksmith's trade; but not 
being very apt, was sent to Dr. Matthew Otto, to study medicine, and suc­
ceeded well. A pious young man. 

II I. Anna Margaret Loesch, m.n. Reinsch. vi, n. 1. Dec. 30. Born Dec. 
20, 1727, in Bayreuth. In 1745 was received into the congregation. In 1750 
came to this country with a large colony, under Brother John Nitschmann, 
Married twice-to Frederick Beyer, and later to Herman Loesch. From 
the first marriage a daughter, Anna Rosina, survived; from the second, three 
children.

II2. Matthew Tomerup. i, s. 7. Feb. 23. Born in Jutland. He was led to 
Christ by Brother Melchior Zeisberger. United with congregation in Herm­
hut, and in 1761 came to this country with Brother and Sister Nathaniel 
Seidel. Moved to Nazareth, when the Brethren's House in Bethlehem had 
been converted into a hospital for soldiers. He was a skilful brass and bell 
founder, and, while at Bethlehem, cast the bell that is now hanging in the 
steeple of the court-house at Easton.

114. David Schmidt. i, s. 8. Jan. 24, An unmarried man from Christianspring. 
Born in Bethlehem, Dec. 2, 1758. Son of John and Dorothea Schmidt. 

115. Gottfried Schultze. viii, s. 10. May 30. Farmer at Nazareth, who died 
suddenly, when taking his son to Hope, N.J. Born Oct. 10, 1717, in Lower 
Lusatia. United with the Brethren at Ebersdorf. In 1749 came to America. 
In Bethlehem married Maria Donewok. 

116. Andrew Holder. (Christianspring.) ii, s. 9. June 26. Born in New York, 
April 17, 1731. A linen-weaver, Served in various congregations. Died 
suddenly. 
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117. John Anders. (Christianspring.) ii, s. 10. Aug. 12. Unmarried. Born in 
Nazareth, Sept. 23, 1748. When in his seventh year, his parents, with their 
youngest child, perished at Gnadenhutten on the Mahony, having been killed 
by the Indians. In 1760 came to Christianspring. On account of bad con­
duct, excluded for a time from the congregation, but repented and became a 
very good man. 

118. John Henry Mueller. ix, s. 11, October 13. Born in Freudenberg, Nassau. 
Came to this country as a young man and lived at Muddy Creek. Here he 
became acquainted with visiting brethren and united with the congregation. 
Married Anna Maria Borall. Aged 55 years. 

119. John Frederick Otto. viii, s. II. Dec. 31. Physician. Born Aug. 9, 1712, 
in Meinungen, Saxony. His father was Dr.John Bernard Otto. He attended 
universities at Jena and Halle, and graduated at the latter place. His father 
died in consequence of an accident. Having been awakened through the 
labors of the Brethren in his native place, he forsook all things and moved to 
Herrnhaag. The following year he went, via Herrnhut, to Gnadeck in 
Silesia, where he united with the congregation. In 1743 he married Anna 
Maria Weber of Frankfort-on-the-Main. During the same year he came, 
with many colonists, to Bethlehem. He had one son by this union viz., 
Joseph, (physician at Nazareth, who also had one son) and a daughter, Anna 
Theodora, who died before her father. His wife died in 1749. In 1750 he 
married the widow, Mary Magdalene Judith Bruce, m.n. Benezet. In 1760 
he was called to Lititz as physician; in 1763 to Nazareth. He was a skillful 
physician and a very pious man.

120. John Biefel. i, s. 9. March II, Unmarried. (Christianspring.) Born in 
Nazareth, Dec. 31, 1746. 

121. Anna Julianne Weckler. ii, n. 4. June 7. Superintendent of the un­
married sisters. Born May 7, 1718, in Augsburg. In 1744 received into 
congregation at Herrnhaag; 1748 received as an acolyte; 1752 called to 
this country. At first had charge of the external affairs of the Bethlehem 
Sisters' House; 1766 to Nazareth as teacher and superintendent of the 
single sisters. 

122. John Joseph Lemmert. i, s. 10. June 20. Unmarried. (Christianspring.) 
Born in Brisgau, July 15, 1716. A tanner. Received into the Herrnhut 
congregation 1741. In 1753 came to this country, from London, with a 
colony. Worked at his trade for eight years, then was employed at Nazareth 
Hall and at Christianspring. " A childlike, upright, loveable man,"

123. Jacob Rissler. i, s. II. April 4. Unmarried. (Christianspring.) Born in 
Cassel in Hessen, Sept. 1714. A baker. After having been in a number of 
cities, went to London, to a sugar refinery. Here became acquainted with 
Brother Richter, the first missionary to Algiers, and with Zinzendorf. Was 
received into congregation at Herrnhaag in 1742. With six Brethren went to 
Livonia. In 1750 came to Bethlehem. Lived in Christianspring. 

124. Anna Marg. Fritsche, m.n. Vogt. vi, n. 2. April 13. Born Feb. 22, 1723, 
in Holstein. Awakened by Brethren and Sisters, went to Herrnhaag 1742. 
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Married, in Marienbom, to Christian Fritsche, in order to go to America. 
Lived in Nazareth. After death of her husband, married Henry Fritsche. 

125. Joanna Christiana Richter. ii, n. 5. April 23. Died in Nazareth Hall. 
Born in Nazareth, March 2, 1756. When two years old, was placed in the 
nursery. 1780, moved, with other sisters, into the Hall, in order to form a 
"sisters' choir." 

126. Matthew Spohn. viii, s. 12. July 16. Christianspring. Born March 1, 
1711, in Wiirtemberg. Married, 1730, Lucia Biezer. In 1750 came to 
America. Lived in Bethlehem, Nazareth and Christianspring. 

127. Elias Flex, (Gnadenthal.) ix, s. 12. Sept. 13. Born in Upper Lusatia, Aug. 
9, 1713. Received into Herrnhut congregation, May 16, 1742. In 1749 
came to America with other colonists, under Brother John Nitschmann. 
Married Cath. Roney. Blind for a number of years, having lost one eye while 
cutting wood, and the other while cutting com. 

128. Joseph. viii, s. 13. Sept. 29. A negro, born in 1715. When twelve years 
old he was brought from Guinea to Charleston, S.C., and sold as a slave. 
Was taken to England in 1727, by the captain of a vessel because he was 
"a very fine looking negro." In 1732 came to Montserrat, West Indies, and 
a year later, with ten other slaves, to Durham Furnace, Pennsylvania. His 
master having moved on a farm about two miles from Bethlehem, Joseph 
met the Brethren, and from Brother Froehlich heard of Christ the first time, 
and then desired to be saved. He married a negro woman belonging to the 
Ysselsteyn family, who lived at Bethlehem; but he was obliged to remain at 
a furnace in New Jersey. Later was taken to Maryland for two years. His 
master, having come to Bethlehem and seen Joseph's wife and little son, 
permitted him to return to the furnace, so that he might be nearer his 
family. Occasionally he came to Bethlehem, and was impressed by what he 
there heard. His wife had been baptized. In May, 1752, Joseph was bap­
tized by Bishop Spangenberg in Bethlehem. He longed for liberty and to 
be able to live in Bethlehem, the Brethren collected £50 and secured his 
freedom. He lived in Bethlehem for some time; then 12½ years at Gnaden­
thal, and 10 at Christianspring. Of his seven children, two daughters 
survived their father. 

129. George Zeisberger. ix, s. 13. Nov. 26. Born 1688 in Zauchtenthal, 
Moravia. Baptized by a Catholic priest, but was "brought up" "nach Art 
und Weise der alten Briider." Had charge of his father's large estate. 
Married, 1718, the sister of Brother Toltschig. When the three Nitsch­
manns, her own brother and her husband's brother, Melchior, left Moravia 
in I 724, his wife was anxious to follow them. As only bonds and afflictions 
awaited them, and Zeisberger had been cited to appear before government 
officials, they left, "empty handed," with their three little children, coming 
to Hermhut in I 726. He became superintendent of the estate at Berthels­
dorf, where his wife died. Married, in Herrnhut, Anna Bohm, from Kune· 
walde, in Moravia. In 1743 he was called to Bethlehem with ruany others. 
Later he moved to Gnadenthal, and superintended the clearing of the land 
and establishing of the farms. Died at Gnadenthal, aged 93 years. His 
wife had died in 1758.

130. Joanna Elizabeth Kern. 111, n. 3. May 3. An infant. 
131. John Lischer. viii, s. 14. May 12. Born Nov. 28, 1719, in Witgenstein. 

His parents were Mennonites. After his father's death, he and his mother 
came to America, and in 1742 became acquainted with the Brethren, who led 
him to the Saviour; 1743 was baptized in Oley by Andrew Eschenbach and 
soon after came to Bethlehem. In 1746, he was received as an acolyte; 1753 
he went, with a number of unmarried brethren, to Wachovia, N. C., and 
assisted in the founding of the first congregations. Returning, after his 
second visit to North Carolina and several years' residence there, he married 
Maria Catharine Loesch, in Bethlehem, 1759. He had four children. He 
had charge of the Crown Inn, on the south side of the Lehigh; later, of the 
Rose Inn, and finally of the Inn at Nazareth until 1775. During the last years 
of his life, he had charge of the graveyard. 

132. Daniel Kamm. ii, s. 11. July 1. Unmarried; (Christianspring). Born in 
WUrtemberg, Jan. 19, 1715. A shoemaker by trade. In 1734 he traveled 
and came to Frankfort on the Main, where he became acquainted with the 
Brethren. Later to Marienboro, where he was received into the congrega­
tion. In 1741 to Hermhaag. In 1746 received a call as missionary to 
Berbice, British Guiana, being received as an acolyte before leaving Zeist. 
In 1747 he went with Niels Clarup to Berbice, serving in Pilgerruh nine 
years. In 1756 he came to Bethlehem, being in feeble health. In 1759 re­
ceived a call to Surinam and went there with Brother and Sister Meiser, 
serving at Sharon. In consequence of an attack by hostile blacks, in 1761, 
he was obliged to Bee. He came to Bethlehem via New England. Became 
sick nurse in the Brethren's House in Bethlehem and later in Christianspring. 
He was a very faithful man and greatly beloved. 

133. John Weiss. 111, s. 11. July 9. Child of "Commissioner" Weiss, of 
Easton. Brought by mother and grandmother to be buried here. 

134. Samuel Flex. i, s. 12. Oct. 1. Unmarried man. (Christianspring.) Born 
in Nazareth, Jan. 30, 1751. Together with fourteen unmarried brethren, he 
moved into the new Brethren's House in Nazareth in 1774, May 18. 

135. Jacob Loesch. ix, s. 14. Nov. 8. Born Nov. 22, 1722, near Schoharie, 
N.Y. His parents were George and Anna Loesch, of Gnadenthal. When 
Christianspring was begun in I 7 49, he went there as warden of the Breth­
ren's House; 1753 appointed warden of the colony of unmarried brethren, 
who went to North Carolina, accompanied by Bishop Nathaniel Seidel and 
Gottlob Konigsdiirfer. In 1757 married Anna Blum in Bethlehem. He had 
five children. 1758 went again to North Carolina, and was made Justice of 
the Peace of Rowan County. The affairs in Bethabara occasioned much 
labor and trouble. Remained seven years in Bethabara. In I 771 removed 
to Nazareth as Superintendent of the property of the "Administration,'' and 
also Justice of the Peace. On his way to Hope, N.J., he fell from his horse 
and died in a house 11 miles from Nazareth. 

136. Philip Jacob Meyer. i, s. 13. Nov. 29. Born in 1722 in Wiirtemberg. 
While traveling as a journeyman shoemaker, enlisted as a soldier while 
intoxicated. Later he deserted, and in his wanderings came to Calmar, 
Upper Lusatia, where he was awakened, through the efforts of the Brethren. 



Thence he went to Basle and Herrnhaag, uniting with the latter congregation. 
In 1750 came to this country with twenty-nine unmarried brethren. Lived 
in Bethlehem, Christianspring and Nazareth. "Ein gutes, seliges Herz." 
Loved and honored. 

137. John George Schnell. viii, s. 15. Dec. 15. Born Jan. 4, 1713, in Eyb, 
Frankenland. On his travels, was awakened at Nuremberg. Hearing 
of Herrnhut, he came there in 1739, and was received into the con­
gregation the following year; 1741 married at Marienborn, Helena 
Bensch. In 1766 received a call to Jamaica, and was ordained a Deacon. 
He was stationed at Carmel; 1771 was called to Bethlehem and later to 
Nazareth, where he carried on his business as a linen-weaver. 

138. A. Christina Loesch, m.n. Wallborn. ix, n. 9. Dec. 17. Wife of John 
George Loesch. Born July 24, 1700, in Wisbad, Nassau, not far from the 
Rhine. In her tenth year, came with her parents to New York ; later moved 
to Schoharie, where she was married. Had eleven children. In 1723 
moved to Tulpehocken, where they did not hear God's Word till 1735, when 
the awakened preacher of Skippach, Leybecker, came there and led the 
family to the Saviour. Later became acquainted with Spangenberg and the 
Brethren, who sent Brother Biittner and later Philip Meurer as ministers to 
them. In 1745 was received into the Brethren's Church, at the Synod at 
Quittopahilla, near Lebanon. They became members of the Heidelberg 
congregation until the congregation at Quittopahilla was organized. Later 
moved to Gnadenthal. 

139. Henry Fritsche. viii, s. 16. Dec. 24. Born Jan. 8, 1715, in Lower Silesia. 
On his travels became acquainted with the Brethren and was awakened. 
Came to Hermhut in 1742, and was received into the congregation. In 1748 
came to America with a colony under Brother John Nitschmann. In 1749 
married Catharine Helena Wentzel, from Silesia. Moved to Nazareth. After 
the death of his wife, married the widow of Christian Fritsche, Anna 
Margaretha, m.n. Vogt. 

1783. 

140. Joanna Schaefer. vi, n. 3. March 24. A daughter of I. M. Ysselsteyn. 
Died suddenly, while feeding her sheep in the barn. Born April 16, 1728, 
near Albany, N. Y. Having moved to Pennsylvania, living on the south side 
of the Lehigh, near Bethlehem, Zinzendorf visited them and held services in 
their house. After her father's death, she and her mother moved to Bethle­
hem, where they united with the congregation. In 1746 married Nicholas 
Schaefer. As midwife she assisted at the birth of 130 children. 

141. Peter Mordick. ix, s. 15. May 6. Widower, Gnadenthal; found dead in 
bed. Born Feb. 17, 1716, in Holstein. 1748 received into congregation at 
Herrnhaag. Both in Romburg and Marienborn he was the coachman for the 
Countess Zinzendorf. In 1749 came to Bethlehem. Married Magdalene 
Schwarz, of Neukirch, Upper Lusatia. He lived in various congregations. 

142. John David Kern. iii, s. 12, July 23. An infant. 
143. Azarias Smith. ix, s. 16. Sept. 23. Died in consequence of a fall from a 

horse. Born Dec. 17, 1742, in Lebanon, Conn. Parents converted by 
Whitefield. Later became acquainted with the Brethren, and having been 
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awakened, moved to Bethlehem, then to Christianspring, where he was 
received into the congregation. In 1763 "Hausdiener" in Nazareth Hall; 
1782 married Joanna Eliz. Ashley. 

1784. 

144. John George Krieckbaum. i, s. 14. Jan. 14. Born Feb. 12, 1713, in Bran­
denburg. At Nuremberg was awakened by the Brethren. United with 
Herrnhaag congregation in 1743. In 1751 came to Pennsylvania. Served 
in various capacities in Bethlehem and Nazareth; finally as cook in the 
Brethren's House. 

145. Beatus Smith. iv, s. 11. March 6. Son of Azarias Smith. 
146. Beata Jag. iii, n. 4. March 23. 
147. Molly Edmonds. ii, n. 6. June 24. Born on Long Island, Oct. 11, 1744. 

Lived in Nazareth Hall, with other sisters. 

1785. 

148. Matthew Hanke. ix, s. 17. Jan. 2. Born Jan. 17, 1707, in Upper Silesia. 
When 13 years of age, he was hired to a farmer, who was a Christian. He 
was awakened, came to Herrnhut and was received into the congregation. 
In 1743 married and came to Bethlehem; 1744 to Nazareth. Was twice 
married. 

149. Anna Rosina Brunner. iii, n. 5. Feb. 25. An infant. 
150 Christian Schmidt. i, s. 15. April 12. Unmarried. Born in Jutland, Oct, 

17, 1696; awakened by the preaching of a student in Holstein. In 1746 
went to Herrnhaag ; I 7 48 to Bethlehem ; 17 54 Christianspring. 

151. John Schuerzer. ii, s. 12. July 1. Born in the Palatinate, July 24, 1743. 
In his 13th year was baptized by the Mennonites, to whom his parents be­
longed. In 1763 to Marienborn and was received into the congregation; 
1770 to America. 

152. Franz Christian Lembke. xi, s. I. July 11. For almost 30 years pastor of 
the Nazareth congregation. Born July 13, 1704, in Baden, his father being an 
Evangelical Lutheran minister, his mother a Jewess. He studied in the 
Gymnasium in Durbach and the Strassburg University, becoming " Magister" 
there in 1725. He also attended various universities, amongst these Erfurt 
and Leipsic. In 1735 was called to Strasburg as preceptor in the Gymnasium 
and '' Sunday Evening Preacher" in old St. Peter's Church. In 1736 married 
Anna Salome Schwerdt, who died in 1743. Of his two children, a son sur­
vived. On account of his intimacy with the Brethren and especially 
Zinzendorf, he was forbidden to preach. The same year, 1745, he united 
with the Brethren's Church. Receiving his dismissal from the Strasburg 
Gymnasium, he went to Herrnhaag in 1746, with his son. In 1748 was 
received as an acolyte; 1749 was ordained a Deacon of the Church, in 
London; 1750-53 served as preacher of the" Exiles' Church" in Herrnhaag; 
I 7 54 was called to America. Married Margaret Catharine Wyk ·of London ; 
1755 ordained as presbyter; 1755-56 pastor of the Warwick (Lititz) congrega­
tion; Jan. 20, 1757, minister at Nazareth (having apparently previously served 
here a short time before going to Lititz); 1763, also Director or Principal of 
Nazareth Hall, and in I 770 a member of the Provincial Helpers' Conference, 
continuing as pastor. At the close of 1784 he resigned as pastor, on account 
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of failing health, and the following year moved to Old Nazareth from Nazareth 
Hall, serving, however, as" Haus Liturgus" or chaplain in Old Nazareth. 
He was a very able, faithful and beloved man. 

153. Lorenz Nilson. ii, s. 13. July 21. Born Dec. 8, 1715, in Holstein. In 
1749 was received into congregation in Zeist; 1754 to Bethlehem, living in 
various congregations. A faithful, earnest man of God. 

154. John Dealing. ix, s. 18. Sept. 10. Born in West Jersey, May 17, 1746. 
His pious parents brought him to Bethlehem to study medicine with Dr. 
Matthew Otto; 1762 was received into the congregation. In 1769 went to 
Wachovia to Brother Jacob Bonn, the physician; l 769 married Maria Mag• 
dalene Graff, in Lancaster, and moved to Philadelphia, to practice his 
profession. In 1776 to Bethlehem; 1781 to Old Nazareth and later to 
Nazareth. 

155. Rosina Bernhard, m.n. Gall. vi, n. 4. Sept. 12. Born in Silesia, March 
25, 1709. In 1739 went to Herrnhut; 1749 came to Bethlehem. Married 
Wenzel Bernhard and lived in various congregations. 

156. George Stephen Wohlson. vm, s. 17. Oct. 17. Born Aug. 19, 1707, 
near Erfurt. 1746 to Herrnhaag with his family; 1753 to America. A very 
good man," living very near to the Lord." 

157. Susanna Mary Ari. ii, n. 7. Dec. 17. A mulatto. Born in Christian­
spring. Aged 13 years.

158. Samuel Lauck. i, s. 16. Jan. 12. Born Jan. 30, 1713, at Riidenhausen. 
At the suggestion of Rev. J. Paul Weiss, came to Herrnhut. Went to Halle 
for three years, laboring amongst the awakened soldiers there ; 1744, received 
into the congregation at Herrnhaag; I 7 50 to Bethlehem. Served in various 
capacities in Christianspring and later in the school at Maguntschi (Emmaus). 
He led an exemplary life. 

159. Beata Brucker. iii, n. 6. Feb. 12. An infant. 
160. John Schmidt. viii, s. 18. Feb. 17. (Christianspring.) Born April 1, 

1708, in Upper Silesia, parents Catholics. His father was killed in battle 
with the Turks. His pious mother instructed him in the truths of evangelical 
religion ; 17 37 went to Herrnhut; later to Pilgerruh and Herrnhaag, and 
superintended the erection of the first Brethren's House; 1749 to America. 
Married Dorothea Vogt. Lived in various congregations. Finally was 
cook in Nazareth Hall. 

161. Anna Maria Michler, widow Schropp, m.n. Thome. vi, n. 5. April 3. 
Born in Basie. Visited in Herrnhaag and was so impressed that she resolved 
never to return to her home; was received into the congregation. In 1743 
married Matthew Schropp and came to Bethlehem, serving with him in 
Nazareth and Wachovia. Her husband died in Wachovia in 1766, and she 
returned to Bethlehem, moving into the Widows' House. In 1778 she 
married the Rev. Wolfang Michler, and with him served in Schoeneck and 
and later in Hebron. Her husband having died, she moved to Nazareth. 
By her first marriage, she had six children of whom two sons and two 
daughters survived Lheir mother. Aged 67. 

162. Frederick Ziegler. xi, s. 2. May 17. Born near Stuttgart, Nov. 30, 1721. 
In 1741 came to this country. Was awakened in a meeting held by Brother 
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Christian Henry Rauch, in Lancaster; I 7 47 received into the Bethlehem 
congregation; 1759 married Anna Cath. Koch.

She was educated in Linden Hall Seminary. Confirmed by Bishop Benade, 
Aug. 13, 1818. In 1820 entered Linden Hall Seminary as teacher, serving 
for thirteen years, when she was called to be the spiritual laboress of the 
Single Sisters in Bethlehem.
